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This first stage lasts from birth to
about 2yrs old. The infant uses
senses and motor abilities to
understand the world, beginning
with reflexes and ending with
complexcombinations of
sensorimotor skills

THE PREOPERATION STAGE

This stage lasts from about two to
about seven years old. Now that
the child has mental
representations and is able to
pretend, itis a short step to the use
of symbols

THE CONCRETE OPERATIONS
STAGE

The concrete oprations stage lasts
from about seven to about 11. The
word operations refers to logical
operations or principles we use
when solving problems. In this
stage, the child not only uses
symbols representationally, but can
manipulate those symbols logically

THEFORMAL OPERATIONS STAGE

Fromabout 12 on we enter the
formaloprations stage. Here we
become increasingly competent at
adult-style thinking. This involves
using logical operations, and using
them in the abstract, rather than
the concrete.
