Suggestion for the teacher:

This resource might be used as a prompt for the teacher for a class discussion on ‘Personal Web-pages as a means of Searching’. 
Alternatively, the class may work in groups and respond to the questions. This may then be brought into class discussions and a general response gathered and recorded on the board. 
Another option could be to undertake a case study on the topic. As a class the students could pre-empt possible answers and create a survey. Each student could undertake to have a set amount of surveys completed. For ease, all the surveys should be completed by people of the same age. For accuracy, the gender should be noted. They could be brought back into the class and the results of the survey compiled and conclusions written up.
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
